1) Parking:

Each non-JABSOM organization will be allotted one parking voucher for Lot C.

Upon arrival, previously reserved parking vouchers can be picked up from volunteers at the entrance of
Lot C. However, if you would first like to drop off materials closer to the medical education building
(MEB), pull up to the llalo Street front entrance of the MEB (see map on next page), turn on your hazard
lights and some volunteers will be able to assist you. There will also be the Blood Bank bus and Project
Vision bus located here.

After dropping off your materials, you may then proceed to Lot C to obtain your parking pass from
volunteers stationed here. We will be marking down the driver’s names for each organization. If you
did not reply to our email to reserve a parking pass, we cannot guarantee a free parking pass for you but
we will try our best to provide one. Additionally, anyone can park in Lot C for a fee of $5. Please place
your parking pass on the dashboard. Do not park in the Kaka'ako Waterfront Park, your car may be

towed.

2) Check-in:
An information booth will be available on-site for check-in upon your arrival. As you enter the Medical

Education Building where the Fair will take place, the information booth will be directly to your right, in

front of the elevators. Please plan to check-in between 11:00 AM and 11:15 AM. If you need more time

to set up, please let me know. You will receive your final booth placements as well as two meal vouchers

at this time.
